Race 1: Maiden Handicap 1700m
Due Relation hung out in the early and middle stages. 

Race 2: Maiden Handicap 1200m
Guyra Gal began awkwardly, shifted in abruptly and bumped with Uturn Bay which became unbalanced. Shortly after this Guyra Gal attempted to buck and was restrained. Trainer Mr. S Wain was told that prior to racing again Guyra Gal would have to perform in an official barrier trial to the satisfaction of stewards. Passing the 600m Ghat Was Easy had to be steadied when crowded by Dags which hung in and shifted in abruptly. Inside the final 300m Dags raced intractably and placed its rider at a considerable disadvantage. Trainer Mr. G Hartley was told thata warning for hanging in would be placed on the racing record of Dags. Mr. L Griffith Word Perfect which was uncompetitive in the race would have to perform satisfactorily in an official barrier trial prior to racing again. 
Race 3:  Class 1 Handicap 1000m

When placed under pressure inside the 100m, Mutley Vel Boyson raced greenly and shifted ground.
Race 4: Benchmark 45 Handicap 1200m
G Snowden (Bears Paw) was dislodged behind the barriers and sustained an injury to his leg. G Snowden was treated on the course by the attending ambulance officers and transported to Walcha Hospital for further treatment.  Bears Paw was withdrawn at 3.50pm. Dextatic became fractious in the barrier and dislodged its rider. Dextatic was inspected by the clubs veterinary officer and declared unfit. Acting on this advice Dextatic was withdrawn at 3.58pm. When correct weight was declared it was ordered that all bets placed on Bears Paw and Dextatic be refunded in full, and all other bets placed on the race prior to 3.50pm be subject to the deduction of 5 cents win and 7 cents place on the face value of the betting ticket, and all bets made between 3.50pm and 3.58pm be subject to the deduction of 3 cents win and 4 cents place on the face of the betting ticket. An objection was considered, lodged by S Curtis (Lady Aurelia), placed second against Tundra Lad ( D Jones) being declared the winner, alleging interference passing the 100m. In Dismissing the objection it was determined that from approximately the 120m Lady Aurelia raced in restricted room and at the 50m was hampered slightly when Tundra Lad shifted in momentarily. However given the neck margin and the proximity of the worst of the incident to the winning post, it was determined that had the incident not occurred Tundra Lad would still have finished ahead of Lady Aurelia. Trainer Mr. A Craig will be told that prior to racing Dextatic will have to perform satisfactorily in an official barrier trial. T Nikora (Hand Gun) pleaded guilty to a charge of careless riding (AR137a), in that passing the 700m she allowed her mount to shift out when insufficiently clear of Seeming Smart which was crowded onto Little Black Dress and had to be checked. T Nikora’s license to ride in races was suspended for a period to commence on Tuesday the 23rd February 2010, and to expire on Monday 1st March 2010, on which day she may resume.
