RACE 1: Maiden Plate 1000m 
B Clark replaced J Innes (late arrival) as the rider of Curdimurka. Curdimurka was a 
late scratching at 1:33pm after dislodging B Clark and galloping some distance 
riderless. Stewards ordered that all bets placed on Curdimurka were to be refunded 
and all successful bets placed on the race with bookmakers were ordered to be paid 
less a deduction in the dollar on the face value of the ticket of 5 cents win and 6 
cents place. Trainer Mr G Andrews was advised that a warning would be recorded 
against the barrier manners of Curdimurka. Royal Society was slow to begin. 
Tennessee Flyer began awkwardly and shifted out crowding Poetic Justice which 
was checked and carried out onto Madutch which was also checked and carried out 
onto Cracken it Rich which was checked and lost ground. Rolluscating began 
awkwardly and shifted in crowding Savadan and Good Cause which were both 
checked. Stellar Stella was crowded shortly after the start by Breathe Easy which 
shifted in. Near the 600m Poetic Justice laid out momentarily and crowded Breathe 
Easy which was steadied.  
 
RACE 2: Benchmark 50 Handicap 1000m 
Ease Louise began awkwardly. Fair Expectation overraced in the early stages and 
near the 600m was steadied after improving onto the heels of Psyche. Psyche 
blundered passing the 150m. 
 
RACE 3: Maiden Handicap 1200m 
App J Geppert replaced App Y Ichikawa (ill) as the rider of Disturbance. My Sally 
was a late scratching at 7:45am. Trainer Mr T Mulholland will be interviewed 
regarding the late scratching of My Sally. Red And Rory was slow to begin. 
Disturbance was crowded on jumping by Painters Pal which began awkwardly and 
shifted out. Between the 900m and 700m Jayboy was checked on numerous 
occasions after overracing and improving onto the heels of Painters Pal. Near the 
800m Lion Mistress was checked after improving onto the heels of Jayboy. Near 
the 700m Disturbance was checked after improving onto the heels of Radiant 
Bride. A post race veterinary examination of Spanish Hawker failed to reveal any 
obvious abnormality.  
 
RACE 4: Benchmark 50 Handicap 1400m 



Nuisance was slow to begin. Our Heart was held up on the heels of Firing 
approaching the home turn.  Catcher Playin laid in, in the early stages and when 
under pressure in the straight.  
 
RACE 5: Benchmark 55 Handicap 1800m 
Bold Issue was crowded on jumping by Celtic Soul which shifted out. Bold Issue 
and Beyond a Doubt overraced in the early stages.  
 
RACE 6: Benchmark 65 Handicap 1200m 
Chatterchic was a late scratching at 7:43am. Trainer Mr T Bartley will be interviewed 
regarding the late scratching of Chatterchic. On jumping Sleep and Snore began 
very awkwardly and threw its head back hitting rider P Payne in the face placing him 
at a considerable disadvantage and resulting in Sleep and Snore being eased out of 
the race. P Payne was treated for facial bruising and lacerations. Trainer Mr M 
Mulholland was advised that Sleep and Snore would be required to barrier trial to 
the satisfaction of stewards before being permitted to race again. Ankle Belle was 
slow to begin. Near the 200m Ankle Belle was momentarily steadied after improving 
onto the heels of Imbolc.  
 
RACE 7: Class 1 Handicap 1200m 
App Ms T Jeffries replaced app Ms K Chater as the rider of Cedeme. Cedeme was 
slow to begin. Near the 150m Chavira laid out and momentarily crowded Princess 
Elkie. M Cahill (Time to Change) pleaded guilty to a charge under AR145 in that he 
returned to scale overweight. M Cahill’s license to ride in races was suspended for a 
period to commence on Sunday 5th September 2010 and to expire on Monday 13th 
September 2010 on which day he may ride.
